Matters Arising from the previous meeting:      None

Rev Iris issued Data Collection Consent forms to members for completion by Sunday 6th March 2022.  This will form the Landrake Consent Record which Rev Iris will sign off after completion. Phyllis Sweet has requested that her details are not to be recorded and removed from the Office record.

Future Plans:
Rev Iris reported that Blunts has declined our request to join together with them.  The membership considered the original proposal to join with Burraton. Following discussion the meeting voted for each member to transfer membership to another Methodist church of the individual’s choosing. Proposed by Sheena, Seconded by Paul, All agreed. 

Subsequent to this decision the Circuit Meeting will be invited to take Managing Trustee responsibility for the property. Landrake representatives at the Circuit Meeting on 22/03/22 will be invited to support this action by presenting the flourishing outreach work. Hazel stated that Messy Church has approximately 20 to 25 attending, the Monday Gang has about 15, the Community Café frequently has all the tables occupied, and the parent and toddler group has about 6 parents with children. Hazel reported that the sense of goodwill that the outreach work continue is supported as an anonymous donor has offered to purchase a new oven
